The school is a 

joint project between REACH, 

Inc. and Dr. Donald Evans. 

Greentown-USA is being built 

with the knowledge that proper 

nurturing and education are 

more appropriate forms of reha-

bilitation for children than incar-

ceration.  Candidates for the 

school will be referred by mu-

nicipalities from 

around the country.   

The campus will in-

clude the new home 

of Christ Temple 

Academy, a private 

Christian school, and 

an independent high 

school. 

The campus will feature state-of-

the-art equipment and will house 

a professional sports stadium, 

tennis court, and professional 

recording studio. 

The curriculum will prepare 

students to become economi-

cally independent and institution-

ally sovereign, with agriculture 

and industry being core compo-

nents to the academically-rich 

course of study, along with the 

fine and performing arts.

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Purple -hull 

crowder peas  

Dormitory Improvements  

Fall Crop Harvest: Crowder Peas  
REACH farms had a bumper 

crop of purple-hull crowder 

peas this fall.  Twenty acres of 

the  ôPink Eyeõ variety were 

planted during the first week 

of August and were ready for 

harvest about six weeks later. 

The pea crop was grown with-

out pesticides as the vegetable 

farming operation is making 

the transition to organic. 

Most of the pea crop was sold 

locally in Eutaw, Alabama, al-

though some peas were 

shelled and frozen for com-

mercial and family use during 

the year. 

Crowder Pea Recipe  

 

Ingredients  

1 tablespoon olive oil 

1 cup finely chopped onion 

1 cup finely chopped celery 

1/2  teaspoon salt 

1 (8-ounce) package presliced 

mushrooms 

3 cups fat-free, less-sodium 

broth 

2 cups fresh crowder peas 

1 tablespoon chopped fresh or 

1 teaspoon dried oregano 

1/2 teaspoon black pepper 

1  bay leaf 

3 1/2 cups peeled, chopped 

tomatoes (about 1 1/2 pounds) 

Preparation  

To prepare stew, heat oil in a 

large Dutch oven over me-

dium heat. Add onion; cook 5 

minutes or until golden, stir-

ring frequently. Add celery, 

salt, and mushrooms; cook 3 

minutes, stirring frequently. 

Add broth, peas, oregano, 

pepper, and bay leaf; bring to a 

boil. Reduce heat, and simmer, 

partially covered, 45 minutes 

or until peas are tender. Add 

tomatoes; return to a boil. 

Reduce heat, and simmer, 

partially covered, 15 minutes. 

Discard bay leaf.
